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Policy statement
Jill Schools International wants to ensure that all the students who have been entrusted to its care are safe and secure when they are at school. Therefore, it is very important that the parents and the staff follow the right procedure when a child is sick.
Definition

SICK
 - physically or mentally ill; not well or healthy
Procedure when a child is sick in the morning
In case the child is sick in the morning, parents need to inform the school before 8:00am. 
A child should remain home if...
Your child is too ill to go to school if he or she has any of these signs:

· Seems very tired and needs bed rest (this is common with flu symptoms)

· Has vomiting or diarrhea

· Becomes short of breath or is wheezing

· Has a cough that disrupts normal activity

· Has distracting pain from earache, headache, sore throat or recent injury

· Has yellow or green drainage from eye(s)

· Breaks out in a rash; not all rashes require that a child stay home from school so check with your child’s doctor

· Fever

Contagious disease

· Your child should stay home from school if he has a contagious disease. A contagious disease is one that can be spread by close contact with a person or object. Examples are: chickenpox, flu, vomiting, diarrhea, colds, strep throat and "pinkeye." A disease may be contagious before the child shows signs of illness. It is very hard to prevent the spread of some germs, especially in a school classroom. Good hand washing will help prevent the spread of germs.

· If your child has a contagious disease, ask your doctor when he may return to school. For example, children who have active chickenpox should not return to school until all the lesions are dried and crusted. Children with strep throat should be on antibiotics for 24 hours and feeling well enough to concentrate.

Procedure when a child gets sick at school
In case the child is feeling unwell at school, the teacher will take the following steps:
1. The teacher will check with the child what the complaints are.

2. The teacher will inform the administrator who will ring the parent(s)/guardian(s).

3. Parent(s)/guardian(s) will come and collect the child. In case they are unable to come, there is a place at the school where the child can relax until the parent(s)/guardian(s) are able to come.
Sending home
At any time, the school is suspecting the child has a contagious disease, the child will be sent home to see a doctor. If it is noticed during the drop-off in the morning, parent(s)/guardian(s) will be asked to take the child back home.
